North Pole is just down the road from 
Fairbanks, AK, home of the Arctic Amateur 
Radio Club (http://www.kl7kc.com/). They 
have several HF nets going, so if the skips are 
good maybe you can join in. There is an open 
repeater in North Pole on 147.000 with -.06 
offset. Repeaterbook.com says it links to other 
repeaters.

Meanwhile, at the South Pole, you can find 
Boyd Brown at Antarctica’s South Pole 
Station usually on 20 meters. The call sign 
for South Pole is KC4AAA. Other stations on 
Antarctica include Palmer Station, KC4AAC, 
and McMurdo Station, KC4USV. More info
