Meet at Church of the Roses at 7:00 am for departure to Bridalveil (with Gate Pass and Permit) Agree on Route 1 or 2. At Big Oak Flat Information Center, pick up trail permit #1528 by 4:30 pm. Take Hwy 41 to Glacier Point Rd and then to Bridalveil Campground. Take three “saved” campsites or politely ask if there is any room for “backpacker” camping at Bridalveil Creek trailhead (as previously). 

Aug 8
7 m Bridalveil to Chilnualna Creek:start  at 7000’, flat mostly, but climb 600’ saddle near the end and descend 400’ to Chilnualna Creek trail junction. Check for campsite where water is plentiful and ants scarce. Check camps northwest of where trail meets creek for ants. 

Aug 9
5.1 m Chilnualna Creek to Chilnualna Lakes. Hike off-trail to check out southernmost and other lakes for camping spot.. 
Aug 10
~ 3 m. Chilnualna Lakes to Hart Lakes: follow trail north about 2 miles. Then head off-trail west 0.5 mile, then south 0.5 mile to Hart Lakes.. Check near stream outlet at larger Hart Lake for campsite. Spend rest of day exploring, fishing, etc.

~ 2m. Hart Lakes to Ostrander Lake:  from camp, hike off-trail to Ostrander Lake Meet the rest of the troop arriving from Bridalveil.
