Walk-Through Redwood Tree – like those on the Avenue of the Giants

10’ diameter, covered with real redwood bark.

Balloons flying at 360 ft. to show height of a real redwood tree.

Panels 2 through 7 and 10 through 15 are 10’ high by 2’ wide

Panels 17, 18, 20, 21, 22 and 24 are 7’ high by 2’ wide.

Panels 19 and 23 are 7’ high by 3’ wide.  These two panels are mounted as doors with hinges at center.

Panels 17 through 24 are painted or finished to look like raw redwood wood (center of a tree).

All 2”X4” verticals are 10 ft long

Panels 19 and 23 are 7’ high by 3’ wide.  These two panels are mounted as doors with hinges at center.

Detail of 2’ horizontal 2”X4” (32 pieces)


22-1/4” (long side)

21-1/2” (short side)

5.6 degrees angle to cut

ASSEMBLY NOTES:

1. BE SURE TO PUT TARP ACROSS TOP OF PASSAGE WAY TO KEEP IT DRY.

2. PUT UP POSTERS AND INFORMATION INSIDE THE PASSAGEWAY USING THUMBTACKS.

3. FOR BALLOONS – INFLATE ABOUT THREE BALLOONS, TIE THEM TOGETHE WITH SHORT MONOFILIMENT AND THEN USE AS MUCH OF THE 360 FT. OF MONOFILIMENT AS YOU CAN.  Each balloon doesn’t support much weight – only the weight of a couple of business cards!

Assembly instructions:

1. Draw 10’ diameter on ground.

2. Draw centerline of walk-through

3. Draw lines 2’ away from centerline, parallel to centerline.

4. Assemble sections 2 through 7 and 9 through 15.  Use 2’ horizontal 2”X4”

5. Assemble sections 1, 8, 9, 16

6. Assemble 4’ 2”X4” across top of walk-through

7. …

9. Attach bark to exterior using wire.

10. Attach signs to exterior.

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1 piece 4 ft X 10 ft ply as roof over walk through





4 pieces 2”X4” 2’ long – typical location
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Where we come from, the redwood trees grow for 2000 years, reach more than 15 feet in diameter (ours is only 10’ across) and more than 360 feet in height.  They are the tallest living organisms.  During the early part of the last century, some trees had tunnels cut through them large enough for a person or even a car to pass through. About 3% of the original trees still exist.  Many of them are in preserves where we realize the importance of these living trees and cutting them down or carving tunnels through them is forbidden.  The balloons are 360 feet up, about where our trees reach.
