Loon Lake Snowshoe Backpack,
Sly Park Campground 530-644-2545,   Eldorado Ranger (for Loon Lake) Thu-Mon 530-644-6048

Feb 15 
Depart Santa Rosa at 4:00 pm for Sly Park Campground. 


Tom Hauck will arrange snowshoe and pole pickup. Fire permit will be picked up en route. 


Depart Church of Roses at 4:00 pm. Drive Hwy 12 and Hwy 80 to Sacramento, then 51 miles on 4 lane section of Hwy 50 through Placerville to Pollock Pines. Take Sly Park Road exit south and proceed 5 miles to Sly Park private campground on Jenkinson Lake. Sly Park gate closes just after 8 pm so there are no planned stops on the way except for gas. Late arrivals will have to pack in about 1½ miles from the locked gate. 


Drivers must have chains even for 4 wheel drive vehicles in Class 3 weather. Class 1 or better is expected. All hikers must have full troop-sanctioned cold-wet weather gear. Expected weather is sun/clouds with day temperatures above 50F and night temperatures below 20F. Bring a sun hat and sunblock.

Feb 16 
2 to 3 mile snowshoe backpack from Loon Lake Chalet.  Sat morning at 8:00 am, return to Return to Forestry Office 5 miles east of Placerville off Hwy 50 on Camino Heights Dr to get fire permit. 


Hwy 50 east. Drive  east 12 miles and just after road changes to 2 lanes, turn left onto Ice House Road. Proceed 32 miles to Loon Lake. Park vehicles where ranger at chalet designates. Get there early to get enough parking. The chalet is being used by a large scout group. Backpack in 3 miles to Loon Lake Pleasant Campground or backpack 2 miles and camp at North Shore Picnic Area, as suggested by ranger. Only a fire permit is required. 
Feb 17: 
Return to Santa Rosa.  Preliminary ETA 4:00 pm. Sun 9:00am pack out . Must carry all paper and food waste out. Snowshoe back to trail head. Stop for coffee/lunch etc at Placerville. Phone Mike with revised ETA from Placerville.

Feb 15 
Santa Rosa to Calaveras State Park 


Leave Santa Rosa Church of Roses at about 4:00 pm. 


Sample Itinerary: Santa Rosa via Hwy 12 to San Andreas, Hwy 49 to Angel’s Camp, then Hwy 4 past Arnold to Calaveras Big Trees State Park. Turn right and take a spot to the right of the park buildings. Self-register at the signs. Sites are first come basis. Drivers must have chains even for 4 wheel drive vehicles in Class 3 weather past Arnold. All hikers must have full troop sanctioned cold-wet weather gear. Bring hand/toe warmers. 
Feb 16 
Spicer Snopark toward Stanislaus River 2 mile snowshoe backpack:  


Get a Forestry Fire Permit from Forestry office between Murphy and Arnold.


Drive to Spicer Sno-Park. Turn to right off road onto plowed area at Spicer Road turnoff  (from Calaveras State Park, proceed about 15. It’s 5 miles BEFORE you get  to Mt. Reba/Bear Valley. Get into snow shoes and pack about 1.8 to 2.5 miles down road and than up to left when it gets flat (east of road). Stay north of the bridge.
Feb 17: 
Return to Santa Rosa.  Preliminary ETA 6:00 pm. Snowshoe back to trail head. Stop for coffee/lunch etc at Arnold. Phone Mike with revised ETA.
